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Davies Baron refined the Brighton College brand identity and created a new brand mark 

for the college based on the distinctive architectural shape of the new Cairns Tower.



With a large fleet of buses driving students to sports and other events far and wide – we 

have designed a series of themed illustrations based around Brighton’s subjects which 

wrap around buses promoting the college in a creative and stylish way wherever they go.



The Kino is the college’s new cinema space, sited in the new Science and Sports Building. 

This very stylish cinema /lecture theatre overlooks the main reception lobby space – where 

we placed 2 vintage VW food vans along with special lighting and graphics.



We refurbished the original George Gilbert Scott building on campus with a 

specially commissioned ceramic chandelier featuring ascending figures, along 

with framed black and white photographs of headmasters dating back 177 years.

The new Kai Yong Yeoh building is the main academic centre on the campus. Davies Baron have created a 

stimulating central circulation atrium between class rooms which utilises circular departmental graphics, 

special lighting and a spectacular 5 story animated wall which moves and changes colour throughout the day.
